God’s Word at the centre

 Isaiah 55:10-11

As the rain and the snow come down from 
heaven, and do not return to it without 
watering the earth and making it bud and 
flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower 
and bread for the eater, so is my word that 
goes out from my mouth: It will not return 
to me empty, but will accomplish what I 
desire and achieve the purpose for which I 
sent it.



God’s Word at the centre

 The three strands of Women’s 
ministry (discipleship, pastoral 
care and evangelism) must have 
God’s word at the heart of them.



Discipleship

 Loving Jesus, following Jesus and 
becoming more like Jesus

 In the context of the local church

• through sound Bible teaching

• through relationships with other 
Christians 



Pastoral care

 Practical expressions of our care for 
people who are hurting and broken

 Equipping the women in our 
churches so they can walk alongside 
others and point them to the Jesus



Evangelism
 Urgent task to perform

 The gospel is the only solution

 Encourage our women to live in such a way 
that others will ask the reason for our hope

 Equipping the women in our churches be able 
to share the gospel
• teaching a gospel outline

• training them in how to share their testimony 
or how to read the Bible one to one
